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HIAS Applauds
Resubmission Of Genocide

Convention To U.S. Senate

NEW YORK, N.Y. — In a statement issued
recently, Rober L. Israeloff, President of HIAS (the
Hebrew Immigrant Aid Society), applauded the
resubmission of the Convention on the Prevention
and Punishment of the Crime of Genocide to the
U.S. Senate for ratification. The following is the full
text of Mr. Israeloff's statement:

“HIAS is pleased that the Convention on the
Prevention and Punishment of the Crime of
Genocide has been resubmitted to the U.S. Senate
for ratification. We urge the Senate Foreign
Relations Committee to recommend the Conven-
tion to the Senate Floor and we urge the full
Senate to give its approval to this important
measure.

HIAS, in its work, is witness to the catastrophe
and havoc visited upon the victims and survivors of
the Holocaust. Still, today, we witness the broken
lives of those other peoples, victims of genocide,
who must attempt to mend the broken pieces of
their lives in other lands, some of them here in the
United States. As American Jews, we say ‘never
again’' to such unspeakable tragedy for our own
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people. We also commit ourselves to do all in our
power to prevent, for others, the occurrence of
similar calamities.

America Is the only NATO country to withhold
its approval for the Genocide Convention. Prac-
tically all other civilized nations have joined in
deploring the crime of genocide, even those in
the Communist bloc. Our nation must reassert its
