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Plans By British To Invade
Israel 30 Years Ago Are Revealed

LONDON (WNS) —
The British army had a
plan to invade Israel 30
years ago in defense of
Jordan  but Prime
Minister Winston Churchill
insisted it be kept
secret. This emerged
from British Cabinet
papers of 1954 released
now for scrutiny by
journalists and
historians.

British Chiefs of
Staff also had plans to
invade Egypt and Iraq in
1954, a year dominated
by discussions on the
future of the 80,000
British troops in the
Suez Canal zone. At the
time, Britain also had
troops stationed in
Cyprus, Libya, Jordan,
Iraq, Kuwait and the
Trucial sheikhdoms on
the Persian Gulf.

On March 31, 1954,
Lord Alexander of
Tunis, the Defense
Minister, told the
Cabinet that the Chiefs
of Staff had prepared a
plan for military action,
which involved invasion
of Israel by British for-
ces from south - if
Israel attacked Jordan.

Churchill’s only
comment was that he
was much relieved to
hear that the Chiefs of

Staff were not in favor ®

of disclosing to the
Jordanians a plan in-
volving British invasion
of Israel. Leakage of
such a plan would have
had very grave con-
sequences.

Discussion of the in-
vasion plan in the
Cabinet followed an
earlier decision that
Anthony Eden, then
Foreign Secretary,
should act as secret
mediator between Jor-
dan and Israel over bor-
der clashes.

The plan to invade
Israel has to be seen in
the light of Britain's
contractuaral  obliga-
tions to defend mem-
bers of the Arab League
and that Israel’'s bor-
ders were then the
scene of frequent at-
tacks by Arab in-
filtrators and
retaliation raids
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Egyptian Official Urges
Mideast Pressure From EEC

ATHENS (WNS) —

Butros  Ghali, the
Foreign Minister of
Egypt, believes it is

time for the European
Economic  Community
(EEC) to pressure the
United States to take a
more active role in
seeking a solution to
the Middle East con-
flict.

But the Egyptian
diplomat also said, in
an interview published
in the Athens
newspaper Vima, that

there can be no
peace in the Middle
East without an

agreement between the
two superpowers - the
United States and the

-Soviet Union.

Right now, the U.S.
has an important role to
play. But in the future
an agreement between
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the two superpowers
will be necessary, Ghali
maintained. He said the
time for movement has
come, now that the
elections in Israel, the
U.S. and Egypt are over
and the Palestine
National Council held
its meeting in Amman,
Jordan,

“It is time to start .

again and try to find a
peaceful solution on
the Palestinian

problem. We must act
now or we will find our-
selves faced with a de
facto annexation of the
West Bank and Gaza
Strip,” Ghali said.

that they are receiving medical care there and at
hospitals throughout southern Israel. According
to doctors, many of the new arrivals, particularly
children, are in very poor health.

They are suffering from malnutrition and
various diseases common to Africa which local
physicians say they have not seen since leaving
school. Some are contagious and
special care is being taken to make sure they do
not spread to the rest of the population.

Newspaper accounts today listed intestinal
disorders, skin infections, malaria and some
cases of tuberculosis among the Ethiopians.
One doctor was quoted as saying the
newcomers resembled the Jews liberated from
Nazi death camps after World War |I.
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
