NEW YORK (WNS)-So- me

700 Ethiopian
Jewish families have
now begun to enter the
second stage of their
absorption process in
Israel and will by Febru-

ary be in permanent
housing accommoda-
tions outside the ab-

sorption centers, ac-

cording to a senior
Israeli official involved
in Ethiopian absorp-
tion.

The official
described this develop-
ment as of substantial
significance inasmuch
as "most of the families

are still in absorption
centers" since having
arrived in Israel after
fleeing their homes in

Ethiopia in past years.
More than 2,000
families remain in. at
least 30 absorption
centers used ex-

clusively for newly
arrived Ethiopian Jews.

"Perhaps the best
proof that Ethiopians .

are being well absorbed
in Israel is that they
already know where
they want to go and
where they want to
live," said Chaim Aron,
head of the immigra-
tion and absorption de-

partment of the Jewish
Agency and the WZO.
