This
horrible crime dramatically increases our con-
cern for the remaining missing Jews. We urge
your government to take all possible action now
to win their freedom." 1
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A Coordinated War
On Terrorism

The . shadowy Palestinian terrorist group
headed by Abu Nidal has emerged as the likely
culprit of the outrage perpetrated last month at
the airports in Rome and Vienna", in which 19

persons ne Israeli and five Americans
killed and some 110 injured.

It does not take expertise in the muddle of
Palestinian terrorism to realize that the Nidal
group, though publicly a renegade faction disen-
chanted with the leadership of Yasir Arafat,
began its terrorist career within the PLO. Those
who seek, to disassociate the PLO from Abu
Nidal seek only to legitimize terror.

That Nidal has taken haven in Libya under the
watchful eye of Col. Muammar Quadaffi should
come as no surprise. The Libyan madman
praised the airport massacre. He is also the
latest in a growing line of Arab ieaders who have
played host to Nidal. At this point, a couple of
weeks after the murderous assault by young
Palestinians, the world awaits a proper, justified
and measured response to the attack, and seeks
to take measures to prevent other assaults. .

Where does a nation begin? First Quadaffi and
his state must be isolated, diplomatically,
economically and culturally from the inter-
national community. As difficult as this may be,
responsible nations should begin to realize that
whatever they can obtain from Libya, it can easily
be obtained elsewhere.

Furthermore, Western European countries
must coordinate their intelligence activities to
stay one step ahead of the terrorists. Extradition
treaties should be examined and expanded to
ensure due process of justice to the terrorists.
Equally important is that world opinion knows
who is behind these heinous crimes.
, Clearly, no one can expect these attacks to be
stopped completely and immediately. But by
taking away a safe haven for terrorists, and en-

suring that they emerge as the losers in any
gambit, the free world can begin to effectively
combat all terrorism.
