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Smith Calls Release Of
- Shcharansky A ‘“Victory”’
For Human Rights

In a statement on the floor of the U.S. House of
Representatives, Congressman Larry Smith (D-
Hollywood) said that the recent release of Soviet
refusenik Anatoly Shcharansky was a “victory for
freedom loving people around the world.”
However, he continued, ‘“we cannot be com-
placent. While one prayer has been answered,
there are many more unanswered prayers of
people whom we cannot and will not forget.”

Smith joined with his colleagues to rejoice
over Shcharansky's freedom and to express
solidarity with the countless other Soviet Jews
still detained there.

“For Anatoly Shcharansky, there is no more
‘next year in Jerusalem,' " exclaimed Smith.
“That day has arrived. His freedom illustrates
that only constant and consistent public
pressure will force the Soviet Union to change its
treatment of Soviet Jews. The release of
Shcharansky -- Even if it was for the Soviets’ own
political reasons -- is evidence that our policies
do work."

However, the Florida Congressman warned,
“Shcharansky's freedom cannot be interpreted
as a harbinger of a new Soviet policy toward
Soviet Jews. While he was indeed released, he
also was injected with vitamins, fed enough food
to add 20 extra pounds, and freed in a prisoner
spy exchange."

“Shcharansky’s release should reiterate our
commitment to these people who are being
harassed and intimidated by Soviet officials
because they have expressed their desire to
emigrate and be reunited with family members in
Israel,” concluded Smith. “While we celebrate
Shcharansky’s freedom, we must also remember
the imprisonment of thousands of our brothers
and sisters.”
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
