‘It is
worth recalling that if it
had not been for the
strategy worked out by
(Secretary of State
Henry) Kissinger in
1974, with the
cooperation of Israel
and Egypt, and if
(President Jimmy) Car-
ter, against his own
will, had not continued
that policy, we would
not have achieved
peace between Israel
and Egypt,” Rabin said.
The Kissinger strategy
was to exclude
Moscow from
negotiations after the
Yom Kippur War.
