the Soviet authorities
to emigrate to our
children, grand-
children, sisters,
brothers, and other rela-
tives in Israel. Now,
despairing of the con-
stant refusals to satis-
fy our legal demands,
we turn to you and ask
you to help us in our
calamitous situation."
