Waldheim Finally Gets First

VIENNA (JTA) —
Jordan is the first
nation to invite Presi-
dent Kurt Waldheim for
an official visit since he
was elected last July
after a campaign during
which his Nazi past was
exposed.

Waldheim’s virtual
isolation by the inter-
national community
was broken by Jordan’s
King Hussein, who is in
Austria on a skiing
holiday. They had a 75-
minute meeting at the
Hofburg Palace after
which the President’s
Office announced that
the King extended an
invitation for a State
visit to Jordan later this
year. The date will be
set through diplomatic
channels.

Until now, world
leaders have kept their
distance from Wald-
heim. Massive evidence
unearthed last year
showed that he was at

least fully aware of Nazi
atrocities committed
against Jews and
others in the Balkans
while serving there as a
Wehrmacht intelli-
gence officer during
World War |1, and may
have been indirectly in-
volved with them. He
was wanted in Yugosla-
via for war crimes after
the war and was listed
as a war criminal in the
files of the United
Nations War Crimes
Commission.

Although as:

President of Austria,
largely a ceremonial of-
fice, his functions
would normally include
official trips abroad,
Waldheim has not left
the country since his
election. His only im-
portant contact with
foreign diplomats oc-
curred during the first
week of the Vienna
Follow-Up Conference
on Security and

Cooperation in Europe
last year. The Foreign
Ministers  of six
European countries
paid courtesy calls on
the President.

But others, including
U.S. Secretary of State
George Shultz, boycot-
ted Waldheim and
made it clear that they
went to Vienna only on
condition that they
would not meet him,
either officially or ac-
cidentally.

According to the
President's Office,
Waldheim and Hussein
discussed bilateral
matters and the Middle
East situation.
Waldheim gave a dinner
for the King Wed-
nesday night.
