JERUSALEM (JTA) — The late scholar of
mysticism Gershom Scholem possessed the
world's largest and most comprehensive library
of kabbalah and mysticism -- 19,000 volumes --
according to the Hebrew University of
Jerusalem. Now the volumes are part of the Ger-
shom Scholem Library at the Hebrew University
of Jerusalem.

The library was donated to the university by
Scholem, the mysticism scholar and Hebrew
University professor who died five years ago.

RICHMOND, Va. (JTA) — A report just :

released by the Office of the Governor recom-
mends a broad series of economic, cultural and
educational exchanges between the Common-
wealth of Virginia and the State of Israel over the
next 12 months.

Baliles announced the creation of the Virginia-

KANSAS CITY (JTA) — Missouri Republican
Senators Christopher Bond and John Danforth
have joined about 60 local Jewish and interfaith
organizations and Jewish families in recently
“adopting’’ Soviet Jewish families, The Kansas
City Jewish Chronicle reports.

MANCHESTER, England (JTA) — The Board of
Deputies of British Jews is seeking participation
of Jewish institutions here in a study of the local
Jewish community, the second largest in Great
Britain.

The study,
based on personal interviews, will seek to
determine service and religious needs.
