Walters conceded to
reporters that CBS was
accurate in reporting that
he met in the 1970s with
PLO representatives.

"The report was correct
in saying that I spoke to
them (the PLO) in 1975.

They were killing Amer-

icans and I was sent to
tell them to stop and

they did. But that was 13

years ago, the 71 --year-old

Walters, who speaks
fluent Arabic, said.

Malcolm Hoenlein,
executive director of
the Conference of
Presidents of Major
American Jewish
Organizations, said in
an interview that "We

accept Walter's
assurances that he did
not meet with the PLO
and we wait for further
clarifications."
