Hecht Speeds People
Mover Project

WASHINGTON, DC. U.S. Senator Chic Hecht
has helped clear the way for the privately-funde- d

Las Vegas people mover project to begin constuc-tio- n

of a station near Cashman Field with the help
of a $1.6 million federal grant from the Urban Mass
Transit Administration (UMTA).

The people mover system will extend from Cash-ma- n

Field, 1.3 miles to the central Las Vegas bus-

iness district. It will be built without cost to the
'

city. -

"I'm pleased to have been able to cut through
some bureaucratic red tape on a request from the
Regional Transportation Commission of Clark'
County for a Letter of No Prejudice," Hecht said.
The request was made on June 16. "Work can now
begin quickly on construction of the Library-Children- 's

Museum Station near the Cashman
Field Complex and that is very good news indeed."

The Las Vegas People Mover Corporation is a
joint venture of Magnetic Transit of America, Inc.,
and Daniel, Mann, Johnson and Mendenhall. The
corporation will build and operate the people
mover system without cost to the city, utilizing
private funds.

Hecht said the Las Vegas Library District is
ready to begin construction on a new downtown
library building and discovery (Children's) Mu-

seum, which is designed to have the people mover
guideway run through it. Total project cost for the
station is $2 million, which includes the $1.6
million UMTA grant.

Hecht explained that UMTA's approval will allow
the Regional Transportation Commission to incur
costs for construction of the Library-Children- 's

Museum Station. Current schedules call for bids to
be opened on August 5, with award and notice
to proceed shortly thereafter. The grant itself Is
not expected to be formally received until Sep-tember3- 0.
