Regular programs include blood pressure
screenings, lectures on senior related health
topics, a videotape and brochure library of social
and health concerns and a volunteer recruitment
program.

"The center was created to address special con-

cerns and problems unique to senior citizens,"
stated Erin McDonald, President of Health Plan of

Nevada.
"We wanted to provide our 9,000 Senior Dimen-

sions members, as well as the general senior popu-

lation, with much needed information at one cen-

tral location," she added.
A number of dignitaries were on hand to witness

the ribbon cutting ceremony, enjoy refreshments
and tour the facility.
