KENDALL PARK, N.J. (JTA) Elderly persons
and their families often live hundreds of miles
apart. In an effort to bridge that distance, the
Association of Jewish Family and Children's Agen-
cies has established a national information and
referral service, the Elder Support Network.

The purpose of the network is to make the
resources of local Jewish Family Services
available to members of the Jewish community
seeking help in distant cities for frail, isolated,
physically or emotionally impaired elderly people
who live alone.
