Schmuckler, a leader of the Jewish Independent
Movement who is active in the Jewish! Cultural
Association of Moscow and the Society of Friend-
ship with Israel, said that the new Congress of
Deputies law that is expected to allow free emigra-
tion still lacks some crucial provisions relating to
the categories of state secrets and poor relatives.
There are still 500 refuseniks trapped by the poor
relatives restriction, he said.

Schmuckler's appearance at a luncheon at B'nai
B'rith International headquarters was sponsored
by the B'nai B'rith International and Public Affairs
Department and the National Conference on Soviet
Jewry.

WASHINGTON, DC - B'nai B'rith International
Moscow Unit President Alexander (Sasha) Sch-
muckler told a Washington audience recently that
anti-Semiti- c organizations in the Soviet Union are
receiving official recognition, at the same time that
B'nai B'rith is being denied such recognition. Such
status is vital, he explained, since it entails per-
mission to publish and fundraise.

Schmuckler, 29, who heads the first B'nai B'rith
unit to be established in the Soviet Union, predic-
ted that 250,000 Jews will apply to emigrate this
year. "I would call it an evacuation," said Sch-
