WASHINGTON, DC (JTA) - When Nation --

of Islam leader Louis Farrakhan returns from
his African tour, he may find himself facing a
U.S. Justice Department inquiry and a
congressional subpoena.

The results of Farrakhan's recent meeting
in Tripoli with Libyan leader Muammar Gadhafi
may violate the Foreign Agent Registration
Act, which requires American citizens who
work on behalf of a foreign government to
register with the Justice Department.

"A letter is being drafter for him outlining
his responsibility to register as a foreign agent
if he engaged in activities that are for
propaganda purposes," said John Russell, a
Justice Department spokesman.

In addition, Rep. Peter King (R-NY- ), a
fervent critic of Farrakhan and the Nation of
