mnet. and Mr. Vlcttr* went his 

way. leaving town ahnnet Immedi- 

ateyl, so that the doctor did not 

see him again. 
Yesterday George D. Visfeers and 

his son arrived In Las Vegas and 
hunted Dr. Martin up at once. 

They have announced their Inten- 
tion of locating here and growing 
up with the country.
