doses of potassium iodine might 
temporarily save the lives of Cal- 
ifornia Mexican* stricken with thal- 
lium poisoning. Dr. J. C. Munch, de- 
partment of agriculture toxologist, 
said today in an interview with 
the United Press. 

Dr. Munch arrived here at 4:30 p. 
m.. and immediately boarded a west- 
bound transcontinental airplane for 
the west coast where he will super- 
vise the fight to save the lives of the 
poison victims. 

“It is my opinion that tne chief i 

battle now is to attempt to save 

the reproductive glands of the vic- 
tims." the toxologrst said. 

"Even if the victims survive, I 
fear their endocrine glands, especial- 
ly the reproductive ones, will be 
destroyed by the thallium." 

The Mexicans became stricken 
after eating wheat, poisoned to 
eradicate rodents.

| the clcse on reports that an agree- 
ment between railroads and their 
workers on a 10 per cent wage 
reduction was imminent. 

The Bethlehem Steel corporation 
I dividend meeting scheduled for 
| after the close oi the market was 

j a speculative deterrent, especially 
in view of the adverse steel corpo- 
ra'ion news made public after the 
close of the market Tuesday. 

Bethlehem directors omitted the 
common dividends and made pub- 
lic the 1931 earning statement 
showing a profit of only 12 cents 
a share cf the common stock, thus 
confirming Wall street's fears. 
Bethlehem stocks foreshadowed the 
news during the day, the common 

selling at a new low at 16 and 
the preferred losing 5 points. 

Otner speculative movements 
were few and most of the leaders 
merely drifted lower. General Elec- 
tric was an exception, breaking to 
a further new low for the present 
shares below the 20 level on esti- 
mates of first half earnings of only 
60 cents a share, against 75 cents 
a share in the corresponding period 
of last year. The street continued 
to fear early dividend cutting by 
this leader. 

American Telephone continued 
heavy and mast other sections of 
the utility list were weak, not- 
withstanding the quick oversub- 
scription of the S25.000.000 New 
York Edison Co. 5 per cent bonds 
at an interest rate of only 5.25 
per cent. This was the largest 
public utility financing .since June 
and aroused hopes of a revival in 
the public utility financing field, 
which has been held off because 
of adverse market conditions. 

Japanese obligations and leans 
of various Japanese municipalities 
and corporations were weak, break- 
ing one to five points on the heels 
of another decline in the price of 
the Japanese yen to the lowest, 
level since the country abandoned 
the gold standard in December. 
Further gold shipments from Tokio 
were reported, possibly to be used 
for the purchase of war materials. 

The light turnover in the market 
as a whole indicated the continued 
lethargy in speculative quarters 
and few brokerage houses in their 
advices to clients saw much pros- 
pect fer a sustained movement in 
cither direction in the near future. 
Turnover today amounted to ap- 
proximately 1,100,000 shares, against 
1,300.000 shares in the preceding 
session. 

Tlie weekly brokerage loan state- 

ment made public after the close 
of the market again stressed the 
wholesale deflation that has taken 
place in security loans. This week's 
figure of $513,000,000 showed a 
loss of $18,000,000, the twenty-firs, 
consecutive, and brought the de- 
cline from the bull market high of 
$6,800,000,000 to approximately 92‘i 
per cent. 

Losses at the close in most in- 
stances were limited to tractions.
