
“On Post” Likely To Go To Post With 
Tick On At 40 To 1 In Famous Derby

NEW YORK, Mar. 3. (U.R)—On 
Post, elonged son o'f on Watch- 
Kippy, is another ace from Mrs. 
L. G. Kaufman’s Loma stable, and 
according to commissioners who 
are quoting but 40 to 1 against him 
he is likely to go to the post with 
Tick On in the Kentucky derby. 

Making only four starts in 1931, 
On Post had a light campaign as 
a 2-year-old. He was given plenty 
of time to develop, and did not 
reach winning form until the fall 
meeting at Harve de Grace. He 
followed this with a clever victory 
in the $10,000 added Walden handi- 
cap at Pimlaco and missed victory 
in the endurance handicap at 
Bowie by less than two lengths. 

Put away for the winter in the 
Maxie Hirsch barn at Belmont 
Park, this gentle bay has grown in- 
to a strapping colt of about 1,100 
pounds. He is about 16- 1-2 hands 
and as docile as a lamb. His coat 
is unscarred, and except Tor a small 
white crescent high on his fore- 
head he has no markings. 

QuiJtly munching hay in hie 
stall when inspected today. On 
Po^st hnd just come back from his 
morning’s exercise. As soon as the 
weather permits he will go into 
speed tests and there seems no 

doubt of his being in readiness to 
answer the bugle call on May 7. 

When asked whether he favored 
Tick On or On Post, the stable 
foreman paused for a moment’s 
reflection. “Tick On was the best 
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last year, hut this fellow sure 

pleases me now,” he said, pointing 
complacently to the bay which 
is unquestionably his pet. 

Thus, with both Tick On and On 
Post likely to be razor edge hy the 
time their engagement for the 
Derby rolls around, the Loma 
stable will hold a strong hand with 
a good chance of winning the at- 
tractive stakes.

Flat-footed. ugly-gaited, plodding 
Joe McClusky stood forth tonight 
as the potential hero of Saturday’s 
intercollegiate which will climax 
the Eastern indoor track and field 
season. 

McClusky will wear the colors 
of Fordham University in an as- 
sault on the American Colege two- 
mile record, which he holds at 
9:17.' He hopes to win the inter- 
collegiate event in 9:10, a time 
never bettered exceDt by Joie Ray. 

Like some other track stars Mc- 
Clusky is looked upon as an ath- 
letic freak. The writer remembers 
having first seen Joe run some 
seasons back, and was at once im- 

I pressed with his shambling gait, 
i The fellow runs on his heels. Track 
| coaches teach tunning on the balls 
of the 'feet. He holds his body 
stiffly, his poise reminding one of 
nothing so much as a ram-rodded 
Prussian Guard. Track coaches 

■ like to se their distance runners 

drift smoothly; to bo limber. The 
McClusky arm.4 are held closely 

j to the sides, hands flapping at the 
! wrists. The experts prefer to see 
the arms in motion, driving easily, 
like pistons, in sympathy with the 
stride. 

Thus .McClusky is wrong, all 
wrong, but he gets there just the 
same. He gets there because he has 
the strength, the stamina and the 
heart. And because he’s such a 

modst, likeable-looking fellow, he’s 
a prime favorite o'f the track fans. 

McClusky is all but a certainty 
to win the I. C. A. A. A. A. two- 
mile over a field of 42. He plans 
to win on a scientifically scheduled 
run. Here’s a timing he has laid 
out for the quarters; one quarter, 
1:06; half mile, 2:15: three quarter 
3:25; one mile, 4:36; mile and a 

quarter, 5:47; mile and half, 6:58; 
mile and three quarters, 8:06; two 
miles, 9:10. 

The mile run promises to be the 
real thriller of the I. C. 4-A. A 
field o'f 38 will compete eleven of 
whom have done the mile in 4:20 
or better, while four have been 
timed in at least 4:18. 

The stand-out is Carl Coan, 
heady runner of the University of 
Pennsylvania, who has run the mile 
in 4:13, and who won the Inter- 
collegiate title in 1931, setting a 
meet record of 4:15.2. 

The I. C. 4-A. (that’s Intei-col- 
legiate Association of amateur 
athletes of America) will be run 
on a six-lap track.
