the day s news and the weakness 
in such shares as Steel. American 
Telephone. American Can. Westing- 
house Electric, General Electric and 
Allied Chemical. 

These stocks closed from one to 
almost four points lower after 
touching their lowest prices in years, j 
Other shares moved in a narrow 

groove and generally showed frac- [ 
tional losses at the close. Here, 
and there some advances served to I 
brighten the uneventful picture of) 
the day's trading. 

Rails as a group moved against 
the trend, being supported on the j 
earnings statement of the C. & O.,! 
which, for March, reported net op- 1 

erating income of *0,886.000. against 
$2,366,000 in March. 1931. quite a 

performance, considering the recent' 
run of carrier reports.
