People are coming to realize that it is almost ruinous to
the average man to run for the nomination at the primary
election and then again campaign for election, and that the
system tends to keep those who are not financially inde-
pendent out of the political arena.

principal reasons being that generally less than half the |

voters take the trouble to vote at the primaries, so that
nominations are made, not by the mass of the people, but
by a comparatively small minority.

Another argument advanced is that, if we are to preserve ‘

our system of democratic government, there must always be
two major parties. Already we find there is a lapse toward
a government at Washington which is a combination of va-
rious small blocs and which represents the principles and
policies of small minorities only. Such a form of government
as we observe in the case of France breeds constant turmoil
and uncertainty, the majority of the people having little
voice, policies being set by groups of warring factions which
finally compromise for their own political advantage.

The primary election laws of Nevada are far better, we
believe, than those of some other states, notably California.
Nevertheless, the next legislature would do well to give the
whole matter serious study, especially to assure that a
greater proportion of the voters take part in the nomination

of candidates.
