Western Air Lines' purchase of
Inland Air Lines has been ap-
proved by the Civil Aeronautics
Board in a communique from the
nation’s capitol.

Marking one of the largest do-
mestic consolidations ever acted
upon by the board, the airline
purchase will combine Inland’s
1300-mile air network and 13-
year pioneer background with the
border-to-border route of West-
ern, the nation’s oldest existing
airline,

William A. Coulter, president
of Western, announced that the
CAB had approved the purchase
price of $347,472.73 {for 137,341
shares representing 83 per cent
of Inland stock at a cost of $2.53
per share, less certain adjust-
menis to be made in ithe near
future.

Serves Denver
The purchased air network fol-

ver to Casper and Sheridan,
Wyoming, to Billings and Lewis-
town, Montana, and ties in with
Western's California-to-Canada
trunk line at Great Falls, Mon-
tana. From Cheyenne, Inland's
route branches north through the
Black Hills area to Scottsbluff,
Nebraska; Rapid City, Spearfish,
Pierre, and Huron, South Dakota.

Western, which celebrated the
completion of its 18th year of air
operation April 17, already boasts
a roster of approximately 1,000
employees, with headquarters
located at Los Angeles. In addi-
tion to adding the Inland net-
work to its 1402-mile route, West-
ern wall inaugurale air service
from Los Angeles to San Bernar-
dino, El Centro, and Palm
Springs when equipment is avail-
able.
