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Vegetable Oil vs. 

Solid Shortening 
When a cake or cooky 

recipe calls for a solid 
shortening, many cooks 
wonder if a vegetable oil 
may be substituted. If this 
is done the results will be 
unfortunate. 

When the recipe calls 
for the shortening to be 
melted before combining 
with the other ingredients, 

^vegetable oil generally can 
be used. However, cake re- 

cipes have a delicate ba- 
lance between the sugar- 
shortening ratio to pro- 
duce a batter which re- 
sults in the delicate tex- 
t u r e characteristic of 
cakes. 

Cakes developed using 
vegetable oil have a differ- 
ent texture from conven- 
tional recipes. An example 
of this is the Chiffon Cake. 
The texture is more solid 
than in most layer cakes. 

BUTTERSCOTCH 
BROWNIES 

1 cup brown sugar, 
packed 

1/4 cup oil 
1 egg 
1/2 cup chopped walnuts 
1 tsp. vanilla 
2/3 cup sifted cake flour 
1 tsp. baking powder 
1/2 tsp. salt 
Combine sugar and oil, 

blending well. Arid egg 
and beat well. Add wal- 
nuts and vanilla. Sift 
together flour,* baking 
powder and salt and stir 
into first mixture. Turn 
batter into a greased and 
floured 8xRx2-in. pan. 
Bake at 350 dej?., 25 to 30

min. Cut into squares 
while warm. Makes 16. 

ORANGE CAKE , 

2 1/4 cups sifted cake 
flour 

1 1/2 tsp. salt 
3/4 cup sugar 
1/2 tsp. baking powder 
1/2 cup oil 
1/2 cup water 
4 eggs, separated 
1 tbsp. grated orange 

peel 
Sift together flour, salt, 

1/2 cup sugar and baking 
powder. Make a well and 
add in order, oil, water, 
egg yolks and orange peel. 
Beat until smooth and well 
blended, about 1 min. Beat 
egg whites until stiff but 
not dry then gradually 
beat in remaining sugar. 
Fold egg whites into first 
mixture. Turn batter into 
greased and waxed paper 
lined 9-in. square pan. 
Bake at 325 deg., 45 to 50 
min., or until done. Let 
cool about 15 min, before 
removing from pan. Frost 
as desired.
