Once attracted 
to the West for a vacation, few people are going 
to leave without sampling Nevada’s tourist at- 
tractions. Our contributions to this regional 
program will be an expansion of Nevada’s tour- 

ist program and will in no way detract from 
our normal endeavors. 

The executive committee of the task force 
plans to discuss the concept of the promotion 
with the National Association of Travel Orga- 
nizations and the Western America Conventipn 
and Travel Institute, both 6f which can be of 
valuable assistance. 

There are many details to be worked out by 
the task force, but 1 am confident that sound; 
recommendations will be presented attheWest-j 
ern Governors' Conference next year and that 
the western governors will take the action neces- i 

sary to make this dream a reality.
