She assisted the 
social science research on the harmful psycho- 
logical and educational effects of racial segre- 
gation. She worked with the committee of Social 
Science Consultants, a special advisory com- 
mittee on desegregarion to the NAACP Legal Defense and Educational Fund. 

In 1952, together with other NAACP repre- 
sentatives, she was arrested in Cairo, Illinois 
during a school desegregation drjve. For three summers, she conducted the civil 
rights program of the Encampment for Citizen- 
ship, a training institute for young adults. 

Miss Shagaloff is a contributor to The Crisis, 
the official organ of the NAACP, The Journal 
of Negro Education, The Journal of Social Issues, 
The Journal of Educational Sociology, and other 
publications. 

She is a graduate of New York University and 
an elected member of Alpha Kappa Delta, na- 
tional honorary sociological society.
