"Frederick Douglass Years” Dramatized 
Dh I KQI^--More than 1,300 copies of a new 

long-play record album, dramatizing the life and 
times of FrederickDouglass(1817-1895),great- 
est American Negro of the 19th century, were 
donated to 400 of the state’s public and college 
libraries at a civic dinner. 

A silver recording of the new album, “The 
Frederick Douglass Years,” first of its kind, 
also was presented to Mrs. Fannie H. Douglass, 
Washington, D.C., representing the heirs of the 
famous Negro leader. 

MRS. DOUGLASS, widow of Frederick Doug- 

lass grandson, Joseph, is an educator and civic 
leader. A product of Atlanta University, Ober- 
lin Conservatory of Music and Columbia Uni- 
versity, she taught music in the secondary 
schools of Washington, D.t., for 35years. 

She helped raise funds to restore the Doug- 
lass home, "Cedar Hill” at Anacostia, D.C., 
now administered by the U.S. National Park 
Service. She presently maintains the Highland 
Beach (Md.) home built by E^ouglassin 1895.
