On the same date, a letter was also addresseﬂ
to’ Congressman ‘Adam Clayton Powell who re=
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portedly is und{_rtakzng, a study of the schools
in California, and the efforts being made there
to eliminate defacto segregation. The local
NAACP leader wrote that, if the report is true,
he would like to urge the Congressman’s in-
vestigators to include the Clark County School
District in his itinerary.

Rev Bennett pointed out in the letter that
the ““neighborhood assignment plan is pursued
in this County and that almost all Negro child-
ren are segregated at the elementary school
level”’. He added that ‘no plan of integration has
yet been adopted or seriously considered’’.
