SAIGON =~ (NPI)--Few Negroes served as
Army and Navy officers in Viet Nam, Whitney
M. Young, J¥., National Urban League executive
director, has charged. Young said the Navy es-
pecially lacked Negro officers.,

The Urban League leader said enlistment
and re-enlistment rates among Negroes are high
in Viet Nam, This indicates, he said, ‘‘That
these men would rather serve under conditions
on the firing lines of Viet Nam than to remain
home, that conditions are better in the military
services. It also serves to point up the unusual
courage and patriotism displayed by our men--
the flower of our communities.”’

Young estimated that 50,000 to 60,000 Ne-
groes are fighting in Viet Nam out of 300,000
military personnel. Negroes thus comprise 16
to 20 per cent of American forces there, while
rriaidng up but'11 per cent of the American pop-
ulation,
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DURING A brief visit to the office of the
VOICE, Sylvester commented that there are
presently-atDoolittle Center atleast eight young-
sters of star-athlete potential.
