BANK BIAS 
NEW YORK—(NPI) — 

Fifty of the largest banks 
in the country have been 
accused of virtually ex- 
cluding J ews from exec- 
utive positions ̂ because 
of prejudice. T hffAmer- 
ican Jewish committee 
announced that a 15t 
month survey had dis- 
closed that Jews hold 
only 0.6 per cent of the 
senior positions in banks 
in New York, where.they 
make up 30 per cent of 
the population. Through- 
out the country, only 1.3 
per cent of senior office 
bank positions are held 
by Jews, the survev 
showed.
