Operation Second Chance 
Superintendent of Public Instruction Burnell 

Larson has announced the establishment of a 
GED (General Educational Development) Test 
Center as a part of the Adult Education Division' 
of Clark County School District. The new testing 
center is located at 401 South 9th Street, and 
will be under the direction of Mr. Richard L. 
Lundquist, Adult Education Counselor, Clark 
County School District, who has been designated 
Chief Examiner by Raymond Sturm, Director 
of Vocational, Technical and Adult Education. 

THE VALIDITY of the GED Testing as an 
indication of ability to be trained for employment 
has been established during the past two dec- 
ades of testing experience. The original use 
of these nationally normed tests was for the 
purpose of granting equivalency high school ■ 

diplomas to veterans of World War II whose ■ 

educational programs were interrupted by mili- 
tary service. 

Adult Education Programs operated by Ne- 
vada School Districts are utilizing the tests as 
basic to the Adult Education High School Di- 
ploma Program. This program has been named, 
"Operation Second Chance”, and is available 
to all adults who failed to complete high school, 
and who now wish to earn a diploma. Under this 
program persons enrolled are required to meet I 
the basic course units for a high school diploma, 
which include the following: English—3 units; 
Math, Science, American History and American 
Government—1 unit each. Other credit courses 
are offered adults at the high school level. GED 
tests are administered and credits for electives 
are awarded on the basis of test results. The 
Adult Education high school diplomats limited 
to those persons who are enrolled in the pro- 
gram. Equivalency diplomas, merely on the 
basis of passing a GED test are not issued by 
any Nevada School Districts. The number of 
adults earning a high school diploma through 
adult education programs has increased an- 

nually and is not limited to the two urban areas 
of Washoe and Clark Counties. The increased 
national emphasis on the value of a high school 
diploma is evidenced by several thousand adults 
who are currently enrolled in these programs 
statewide. A recent survey indicated^over 120,- 
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000 Nevadans had not finished high school. The 
Adult Education High School Diploma Program 
affords these people a "second chance", and,, 
increasing enrollments are evident wherever 
programs have been established. 
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
