SNCC DRAWS CENSURE 
NEW YORK (NPI)—An article in the SNCC 

Newsletter charging Israeli atrocities against 
the Arabs has been rebuked by several civil 
rights leaders. 

Among them were Whitney Young, executive 
director, National Urban League; and A. Philip 
Randolph, president, Brotherhood of Sleeping 
Car Porters. 

Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr., who saidhehad 
not seen the ardclg, asserted that anti-Semi- 
tism is wrong, regardless of its source. 

The article, featuring a cartoon with anti- 
Semitic overtones, charged that Israel had com- 
mitted atrocities against the Arabs during its 
War for Independence in 1948. It mentioned no 
Arab atrocities against the Israelis. 

IN TAKING exception to the article, Young 
said its views resembled those of the American 
Nazi party on the Arab-lsrael question. 

“Negro citizens are well aware of the con- 
tributions made to the drive for equal rights by 
Jewish citizens,” Young said. “Negroes have 
been the victims of racism for too long to in- 
dulge in group stereotypes and racial hate them- 
selves.” 

He said publicity given the SNCC article will, 
unfortunately, “be seized by the enemies of the 
Negro people, ro further blame all Negroes for 
the errors of the extremist in their midst. 

‘fNo other group in America carries the 
burden of responsibility for an unrepresentative 

| minority; Negroes shouldn’t either.” 

Dr. Mason - "Educator” 
Speaks At Local Church 

Rev. Prentiss S* Walker, Pastor of Greater 
Faith Baptist Church, announced, this week, 
that Dr. James I. Mason, Clark County Super- 
intendent of Schools, will deliver a major ad- 
dress at the 11 a.m. Church Service, Sunday 
morning, August 27. 

It is expected that the presence of Dr. Mason 
at the Westside Church will attract the atten- 
tion of West Las Vegans in view of a recent 
statement of the School Superintendent regard- 
ing school integration which appeared in the 
Las Vegas Sun last Sunday. 

Dr. Mason’s statement that he is “an edu- 
cator, not an integrator’’, has caused much' 
comment and it is expected the educator will 
be asked to justify that position in view of the 
Supreme Court Decision on School Desegrega- 
tion (1954) and the recent recommendations of 
the U.S.'Civil Service Commission appended to1* 
its February report “Racial Isolation In The 
Public Schools”.
