
MORE BATS WITH 
RABIES EXPECTED 

A bat found in the Las Vegas area last week 
and submitted to the District Health Department 
has been confirmed by laboratory diagnosis to 
be rabid according to Dr. Otto Ravenholt, Dis- 
trict Health Officer. Laboratory tests were con- 
ducted by the Animal Disease Laboratory in 
Reno, Nevada. 

Dr. Ravenholt said: "This was the first rabid 
bat found in the area since last May but more 
can be expected for the next two months.” He 
added that though migration of bats remains 
debated, an influx of bats occurs in the spring 
during the normal northward migration period 
for birds and again in the fall during the south- 
ward migration time. The Health Department 
has for the past two years maintained a sur- 

veillance of bats which includes collection and 
examination for rabies. Every spring and fall 
some bats have been proven to be positive for 
rabies. 

For protection, Dr. Ravenholt urged simple 
precautions that everyone should take: First, 
do not handle bats. Children particularly so 

instructed. Second, have pets—dogs AND cats— 
vaccinated against rabies. Pet owners should 
consult a veterinarian regarding such vaccina- 
tion. Third, if bitten by a bat contact a physi- 
cian for medical attention immediately.
