All Clark County School District high schools

The pre-dawn quiet was disturbed by a 

fusillade of bullets, shattering the Black Com- 
munity Information Center1 at 1933 Hassel, 
Sunday morning at appromixately 2:55 a.m. 

According to Tommy Jones, spokesman for the 
Center two unmarked cars slowed down, after 
racing up and down the street at high speeds 
and pumped approximately fifteen high caliber 
slugs into the structure. All but one of the 
approximately 10 persons in the building were 

sleep, including several females. Normally a 

two year old baby lives there, but "was not 

present during the rain of slugs. 
In a press conference held Monday morning 

at 11 a.m. the spokesman for the group alleges 
that Policemen in the unmarked cars were 

guilty of this unprovoked attack on their head- 
quarters. They claim that a helicopter hovered 
over the building with flood lights illuminating 
the house during the attack. The whole street 
was dark for some unexplained reason. Reading 
from a prepared statement Jones charged the 
Police with Gestapo and Fascist tactics, in 
harrassing members of the Center. He also 
stated that from this day foward any Police, 
who live in other parts of the City, who enter 
the Westside Community, do so at their own 
risk. This was the strongest language used by 
the Group who identified themselves as members 
of the Black Panther Party. And stated that 
they were in fact revolutionaries advocating 
the over-throw of everything standing in the 
way of freedom for Black People, from their 
oppressors. 

Jones also stated that they plan to have a 

rally to gain community support for their 
goal of having the community decide who shall 
police the area.
