In announcing that Miss Davis will speak at 
the annual banquet, Dr. Abernathy said: "Just 
as we are proud of our support for the defense 
of Angela Davis throughout her trial, which 
recently ended in her acquittal, we are very 
pleased that she is now free to address our 
convention. It is significant that she has regained 
her freedom to speak, and SCLC is an organiza- 
tion which will always defend that freedom. In 
my judgement, Miss Davis was a victim of poli- 
tical repression, she was publicly tried, con- 
victed and condemned by the nation’s highest 
officials before she reached the courtroom. The 
threat against Angela Davis was a threat to the 
basic liberty and free speech of all citizens.’’
