while Black children would be bused away 
from their neighborhood schools for five years. 

Many Black parents expressed a desire to 

get their children in school by any possible 
means, altho they objected to the Sixth Grade 
Plan. Just how long and how much damage will 
be done because of the delay in opening school 
is immeasurable. p i
