
FALL HUNTING SEASONS SET 
Nevada State Board of Fish and Game Com- 

missioners established 1972-1973 small game, 
waterfowl hunting and furbearer trapping sea- 
sons at its regular monthly meeting in Reno on 

Saturday. By species, seasons as set are: 

Sage Grouse September 30 October 8, 
Humbolt, Pershing and Washoe Counties, two 

daily and four in possession; Elko, Nye, Eureka, 
Lander and White Pine Counties, three daily 
and four in possession. September 30 only in 
Esmeralda, Lincoln. Lyon, Douglas and Mineral 
Counties, two daily and in possession. Closed to 
nonresidents in all counties. 

Chukah and Hungarian Partridge September 
30 November 5, six daily and 12 in possession 
and November 6 January 28, 10 daily and 20 
in possession in all counties except Clark and 
Lincoln and in White Pine County east of New- 
ark Valley Road and Nevada Highway 20. These 
areas closed to hunting. Nonresidents permitted 
in open hunting areas. 

Blue and Ruffed Grouse September 30 
November 12, all counties, three daily and in 

possession. Closed to nonresidents in all 
counties. 

California, Gambel’s Mountain and Sscaled 
Quail September 30 January 28 in northern 
coufftles except for fenced and cultivated lands 
of agricultural valleys, eight daily and 16 in 

possession. November 19- January 28 in fenced 
and cultivated valleys of northern counties, 
eight daily and 16 in possession with an 8 a.m. 

opening during pheasant season. September 30 
October 29 on Clark, Lincoln, Esmeralda and 

Nye Counties, five daily and 10 in possession. 
Open to nonresidents. 

Pheasant November 19 and 20, Lyon County, 
two daily four in possession. November 19 
December 3 in Lander, Eureka and Elko 
Counties, two daily and four in possession. 
November 19 26, Churchill, Humbolt and 

Pershing Counties, two daily and four in pos- 
session. December 2 in Virgin and Moapa 
Valleys of Clark County, two daily and four 
in possession. 

Cottontail, Pygmy and White-tailed Rabbits 
September February 28 in all counties of 

the State, five daily and 10 in possession. Open 
to nonresident hunters. 

Mourning Dove Seotember 1 October 20 
in all counties of Nevada, 10 daily and 20 in 
possession. Limit includes mourning and white- 
winged doves in the aggregate in Clark and 
Nye Counties. Open to nonresidents. 

Ducks October 7-23 and November 12 
January 20 in Clark and Lincoln Counties. 
Limit statewide is six daily and 12 in possession. 
Closed for canvasback ducks. Open to non- 
residents. 

Geese October 21 January 20 in all counties 
except Clark and Lincoln. November 12 Jan- 
uary 7 in Clark and Lincoln Counties. State- 
wide limit is six daily and six in possession of 
which only three may be dark species in all 
but Clark County where limit may only include 
two of dark species. Open to nonresidents. 

Beaver, Otter and Muskrat November 1 
April 10 in all counties except Nye where season
