minimize hypocracy and maxemize commitment, 
involvement and integrity in the elimination of 
and eradication of discrimination in America. 

The Convention was held in Indianapolis Hilton 
and next convention will be held during the first 
week in July. 1974 in New Orleans, Louisiana.
