Commissioner Robert
Broadbent said the commis-
sion had never given Summa
permission to install any
slots. “T h e commission
could remove your slots and
install its own if it wanted
to,"" Broadbent said.

“*It all boils down to whet-
her Summa wants to be in
the charter, or aviation busi-
ness,'' Wiesner said, refer-
ring to the slots.

The unanimous vote for
approval came after Wiesner
told Morse that either
Summa accepted the terms
of the commission, or get
nothing at all.

The agreement calls for
Summa to lease an additional
47,000 square feet from the
county to build a charter
terminal at 16 cents a square
foot. Summa pays three
cents a square foot on the
rest of its leased property.

Summa also agreed to
relocate at its own expense
the Federal Aviation Admini-
stration flight service station
and the U.S. Weather Bu-
reau, both located on the
newly leased 47,000 square
feet.

This agreement will mean
almost $6 million for the
county over the next 29
years, the duration of
Summa's lease.
