“sSay Brother’’ to debut nationally next m.onih

TV's *‘Say Brother'' going national could be the start of
something new believes its executive producer Topper
Carew. who would like to see Boston a major production
center for video and film-makers.

““Time past the ambitious and talented would have togoto |

New York, Los Angeles to pursue serious media careers,"’
said Topper who feels particularly committed to having
Boston be a place where a career can happen.

One hundred and fifteen markets have bought *‘Say
Brother,”” which premieres Wednesday, October 8 at 10:00
p.m., and will be shown every Wednesday night for 13 weeks.

There are not many Black series shown nationally to begin
and only one on PBS (Public Broadcasting Service, the
educational network over which ‘‘Say Brother” will be
shown), noted Topper.
