Bowden Heads 

Study On Black Church 
Using funds from a $250,000 Andrew Mellon 

Foundation grant to the School of Religion, How- 
ard University will sponsor a major study of the 
black church. 
Dr. Lovenger Bowden, Professor of Speech 

and principal investigator of the study, says, 
“The black church has long been a popular sub- 

ject for writers and thinkers, but scientific docu- 

mentation of its characteristics and contribu- 
tions has been lacking. 

Background inf ormation has already convinced 
her, she says, that the black church is the only 
black institution which “started in the African 
forests, survived slavery and remains the most 

viable organization of the black community in 
the United Stages.’' 

The study is in two phases. Phase I, a pre- 
liminary study of the metropolitan area of 
Washington, D.C., already underway, will serve 

as a prototype. Its findings will be announced 
next month. Phase II, a major study conducted 
in selected areas of the United States, will ex- 

tend from August, 1976 to June, 1977.
