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CHI-LITES

When the name Chi-Lites is mentioned, one
thught pops into your mind -- a seemingly end-
less string of R&B hits, many of which have gone
on to mass acceptance in the pop charts as well,

It is impossible to even quesstimate how many
records the group has sold worldwide, because,
for example, the Chi-Lites are a massive group
in England and the rest of the European contin-
ent. And the success is going to continue based
on their debut album on Mercury Records,
‘“‘Happy Being Lonely.”

The group:is composed of: Marshall Thomp-
son, who handles most of the lead vocals, Aaron
Floyd, Danny Johnnson, David Scott, and Robert
Lester. As a vocal group, they have no peers,
as witnessed by such hits as ‘‘Oh Girl,”" ‘‘Have
You Seen Her,”’ ‘“(For God's Sake) Give More
Power To The People,”’ ‘‘A Letter To Myself'’
and ‘“‘Stoned Out of My Mind,” all Top 5 on the
R&B charts as well as pop hits, Two albums are
also gold, ‘“‘A Lonely Man’’ and *‘(For God’s
Sake) Give More Power To The People.’’ inall,
the group has had 17 Top 20 R&B singles since
1969, a record that stands against anyone.

Marshall is the leader of the group, and has
been with them from the beginning. He has seen
the group rise from struggling chart contend-
ers to headlining appearances around theworld.
In fact, as aresultof several British tours, the
Chi-Lites are as big in England as they are in
the U.S.

The other members of the group come from di-
verse backgrounds, including Aaron Floyd, who-
enjoyed several R&B hits when he was with the
Artistics in the mid-1960’s, and David Scottwho
came to the Chi-Lites after being with the South
Shore Commission and the Rotary Connecdon.

The Chi-Lites sound, characterized by the
falsetto lead voice and the harmony vocals, has

- influenced many recent soul groups, notably the
Styl.iat.‘lcs.

The Chi~Lites (yes, they're from Chicago,
if you hadn’t already guessed are constantly on
the road, and have a British tour upcoming in
