dily increades, a sergeant of the 6th Precinct of 

New York noted, "That in the last three or four ye- 
ars, the crime rate in the area of Scientology’s Fi- 
fth Avenue church has veen reduced by over 75 per 
cent." 

The Church established Neighborhood Safety Sta- 

ffs, which is believed to be a major factor in the 
reduction of crime in that area. The Church of Sci- 

entology here aided the Las Vegas police in appre- 
hending a man guilty of embezzlement in California
