the receptionist. On the return call the rider
is picked up from the doctor's office and
returned to the van and home,. This program
is a great help to those persons confined 1o a
wheelchair or living alone with ro one to lend
a helping hand.

The Transportation program of the E conomic
Opportunity Board performs scrvices for 275
to 300 handicapped and Senior Citizens a day.
The Transportation program's 3 whecelchair
vans, 7 normal passcnger vans, alongwithone
stationwagon reach out as far as Henderson,
Goodsprings, Boulder City, and Overton, which
is located 70 miles from Las Vegas. Eachvan
covers more than 37,000 milcs per year.,
The Transportation program is staffed with
22 people, seventecn of whom are drivers.
