The term ‘‘minority’’ has been bastardized to
the extent that it has caused BLACK PEOPLE
to receive less than an equitable share of available
resources.

Since the LAS VEGAS VOICE is refocusing its
endeavors on the needs of this community, we
certainly want it to be understood by all parties
so concerned that we do share the concerns of others
classified as minorities, however, we cannot at this
time support additional BLACK energy expendi-
tures supporting allocations based on ‘‘minority’’
needs.

Other ethnic and religious groups have piggy-
backed on our real and conceptual thrusts and like
parasites have walked away with resources author-
ized by Congress and allocated by the President
intentionally to benefit BLACK people. The present
day system has created widening of the socio-
economic gap between BLACK people and non-
BLACK people.

Our journey as a people through the years of
