Korie Files For 
Justice Of Peace 

Harry Korie, First 
Hearing Master in Clark 
County, has announced 
his candidacy for the of- 
fice of Justice Of The 
Peace in Distict 4. 

The longtime manager 
of Stan’s Men’s Shop was 

appointed Hearing 
Master, earlier this year. 

Korie’s primary con- 
cern presently is to 
establish a night court in 
Las Vegas. Korie has long 
advocated for this move, 
which he feels would in- 
sure speedy justice for 
minor offenses and thus 
take pressure off jail 
housing. 

“I believe in speedy 
trials and am willing to sit 
on a four-day Night 
Arraignment Court. That 

would help alleviate the 
overcrowded jail con- 

ditions,” Korie said. 
He added: 

“Many persons have 
been and are currently 
detained in the County 
Jail who do not belong 
there. Persons, for exam- 

ple, who are held on 
misdemeanor charges do 
not belong in an over- 
crowded jail with con- 
victed felons. 

Korie opposes placing 
in custody, first-offender 
misdemeanor cases, 
where they come into 
contact with hardened 
felons. This does not con- 
tribute to the system of 
justice, and cause 
needless hardship, he 
emphasizes.
