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BLACKJACK PLAYERS
VIE FOR FOR $250,000

The three Sahara hotels
will be the sight of the
richest blackjack tour-
nament in history as the
$250,000 Sahara World
Championship of Blackjack
gets underway Dec. 11, at
Las'Vegas, Reno and Lake
Tahoe.

More than 2,500 players
are expected to vie for the
title of 1980 World Cham-
pion of Blackjack with the
winner being decided Dec.
14in Las Vegas.

Play begins at all three
Sahara Hotels at the same
time. Contestants will pay a
$275 entry fee and then buy
in each round with $500
and playagainst each
other, as well as the house,
during the event.

The winners at each,
table — the player with the
most money at the end of
the two-hour rounds — ad-
vances to the next round.
The semi-finalists from
Reno and Lake Tahoe will
be flown to Las Vegas for

the semifinal and final
rounds of play.
The tournament black-

jackconcept was
developed by Del Webb's
Sahara Hotel and World
Championship of Blackjack
Inc. of Tarzana, Calif. Now
in its third year, tour-

nament blackjack has ad-
ded the thrill of competition
tothe game.

Some past players have
remarked that the most in-
teresting aspect of the
tourney is the player to
player confrontation.

With the first round un-

derway, the Sahara will
have drawn more than
10,000 players into its

blackjack tournaments sin-
ce the first in December of
1978.

This year's event will of-
fer the largest cash award
to date for a blackjack tour-
nament as the winner will
collect a $75,000 first place
prize.

The concept of tour-
nament blackjack has
grown at the Sahara to in-
clude four annual tour-
naments, and many of the
past participants will be
back for another try.

Some of the more
notable returning players
include Santa Monica,
Calif. office machine com-
panyowner Avery
Waisbren, who collected
the top prize in the last
Sahara Summer Blackjack
Classic.

Returning after his
recent victory in the Sahara
Fall Blackjack Classic, Jim
Seedorf will try for his
second tournament victory.
