Curry, the former Nor-
th American Boxing
Federation junior welter-
weight and welterweight
champion, has fought
current World Boxing
Association king
Thomas Hearns and for-
mer World Boxing Coun-
cil champ Wilfred
Benitez. Last year he
was world rated. After
the Finch fight Curry
hopes to climb back into
those ratings and get a
title shot. He is managed
by Billy Baxter.

Finch, a veteran of
more than 30 pro fights
according to his
manager Keith Galliher,
recently defeated tough
welterweight Rafael
Rodriguez of Minnesota.
Rodriguez also lost to
Curry in 1977.

In the tournament,
western  welterweight
champion Kenny Croom
of Los Angeles battles
midwestern champ Jose
Santana of Chicago, and
junior middleweights
Joey Robles of Los
Angeles and Chris Lin-
som of Las Vegas meet
in the western regional
final.
