It needs to 
be fanned into a bright 
blaze. 

We often become too 
narrow in our 

Thanksgiving. We 
become accustomed to 

receiving God’s boun- 
ties, it often requires a 

special manifestation of 
divine good ness to 
ignite the fires of 

gratitude. The Bible 
states in the last days 
men would become 
lovers of themselves, 
proud, boastful, un- 

thankful and unholy. 
Thus many of God’s 
great gifts go unnoticed. 
We overlook something 
important. James told in 
all things give thanks. 

St. Paul, the “apostle 
of thankfulness,” offers 
a different approach. He 
begins each of his 
epistles with thanks to 
God for blessings of all 
kinds as he encourages 
the virtue of 
Thanksgiving. But up- 
permost in his mind, as 

it should be in all God’s 
children, it is the most 
overlooked blessing. It is 
the divine gift of 
redeeming love in Jesus 
Christ: the forgiveness 
of sins and eternal life. 
Can we make this 
Thanksgiving Day one on 

which we will express 
our gratitude always and 
for everything; including 
the Savior from sin?

Him who reigns with 
them in highest heaven. 
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
