Paige recalled bitterly that after helping the In-
dians get to the World Series, he was denied a
starting assignment in any of the championship

games. Instead, he assumed a relief role.

Lemon, Bob Feller, Early Wynn) that couldn't get
anybody out. | won that Series for them, | know
it.”' he maintained, with a definite trace of bit-
terness.
He was bitter about having to wait until he
was 42 to play in the all — white major leagues. A
much younger Jackie Robinson broke the color
barrier the year before.

‘| was the greatest pitcher in baseball (then).
Why did they take Jackie (first)?"’ said Paige.
‘““No one could come near me pitchin’,’'Paige
emphasized.

Despite more than a half-century of pitching,
Paige said he had arm trouble only once. That he
said, was ‘‘in "33, in South America, and | got it
