TRIAL SET TO TEST FATE 

OF GREATER FAITH 

A trial, scheduled to 
take place on July 17, 
will ultimately decide 
who is to have control of 
the Greater Faith Baptist 
Church in North Las 

Vegas. 

District Court Judge 
Joe Pavlikowski issued a 

ruling which prohibits 
Rev. Bervin Oats from 
conducting services in 
the church and places 
the facility in the care of 
Deacons Bernard Jones 
and Albert Jordan, until 
the issue is resolved. 

The problems at the 
church are a result of 
Rev. Oats’ having been 

fired on May 24th by the 
two deacons, whom 
Oats claims did not have 
the authority to fire him. 
He had been hired as 

pastor of the church on a 

trial basis last August 
and on a permanent 
basis last January. 

Greater Faith Baptist 
Church was founded by 
a prominent community 
leader, the late Rev. 
Prentiss Walker. His 
widow, Annie Walker, 
who is also a deaconess 
of the church, says that 
Rev. Oats is trying to 
take over the church her 
husband had built and 
not pay her for its use.
