'Truss" said Lost 
The Community Bap- 

tist Church, slated to be 
the city of Henderson’s 
first black church, will 
have to undergo a delay 
in its building. The chur- 
ch, which is to be built at 
245 Foster Ave., held its 

ground-breaking cerem- 

onies just 10 days ago. 

However, according to 
the church pastor, Rev. 
Sam Roberson, the city 
of Henderson “in- 

tentionally or negligen- 
tly’’ has lost five sets of 

building plans, along 
with necessary soil tests 
and stress for truss 
calculations, which he 
submitted to the city 
building department in 

April. 

“The loss of the plans 
means it will take ad- 
ditional time, labor and 

delay in getting a 

building permit for the 
church,” Roberson said. 

A building department 
spokeswoman who 
denied that the plans 
had been lost, said that 
the plans had been 

returned to Roberson on 

Thursday for him to get 
an engineer’s stamp. 

Roberson reported, 
however, that he was 

told that the five sets of 
plans, each of which has 
105 sheets in it, as well 
as the soil tests and 
stress truss calculations 
had been lost and that 
he would have to submit 
two new sets. He said 
the building department 
did return one set of 

plans to him, but that the 
floor plans for the chur- 
ch were missing from 
that set. He reported 
that it had originally cost 
him $20,000 to have the 

plans drawn up, but that 
he does not know how 
much it will cost to get 
the new sets the 

building department is 

requesting. 

“I don’t know whether 

they (the plans) were 

lost intentionally or 

negligently, but the 
church will be the first 

thing that blacks will 
own in Henderson,” 
Roberson said. 
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
